 HEAVEN? False teachers often tell others that they can get to 

heaven through any religion if they are sincere in what they believe. However, Jesus 

tells us that He is the only way to God the Father (see John 14:6). 

Jesus is God the Son (see Mark 1:1). When Jesus was baptized by John, God 

spoke from heaven and confirmed that Jesus is His Son (see Matt. 3:17).

You might wonder why it is important that Jesus is God the Son. It matters be-

cause Jesus died to pay for our sins, meaning all the wrong things we have done. If 

Jesus were not the sinless Son of God, His death would not have made it possible 

for our sins to be forgiven.

WHAT IF? What if you are having a conversation with another teenager at the 

church you go to, and he tells you that he does not believe Jesus is God? He thinks 

Jesus was just a good teacher and that He is not the only way to heaven. He has de-

cided that it does not matter if people obey the Bible because they should determine 

what is true for themselves. He thinks God’s grace allows him to do whatever he 

wants. How would you respond to him? (See Rom. 6:1-2;  Acts 4:1-12;  Jude 1:5).
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lives. They stressed God’s forgiveness, which is good, but they never mentioned how 

important it was to obey Him. They believed that since God had forgiven them, they 

could do whatever they wanted, even sin! Their view of God was that He would let 

them get away with anything.Besides telling others it was not important to obey God, the false teachers denied 

that Jesus is God the Son and that He is the only way to heaven.How can you identify false teachers today?Since false teachers have always been dangerous, Jude warned people about them. 

Jude was a servant of God. Although he wanted to write about the salvation that believers 

share, it was important that he shared with people about being on guard against false 

teachers. He told Christians to stand up for the truth. Jude also reminded the believers 

that when God delivered the Israelites from slavery in Egypt, those who did not believe 

were judged, and they perished. Jude wrote that the false teachers would be judged too.

To make his point, Jude gave other examples of how God judged those who did not 

obey Him. For example, the angels who rebelled against Him were expelled from heaven 

and later became demons, who were thrown into darkness. 
God also judged Sodom and Gomorrah because of their wickedness (see Gen. 

19:1-24; Lev. 18:22-25). Their cities were destroyed when God poured down burning 

sulfur on them.

What will God do to false teachers?
Jude described the false teachers as dreamers who did not believe in the truth of 

God’s Word. Instead, they believed Satan’s lies and then tried to spread them around 

the church. They also despised authority and refused to listen to God. They displayed 

disrespect for angels and demons. Not even the great angel Michael did that. When 

Michael was arguing with Satan over the body of Moses, he told Satan that God would 

punish him. Michael did not try to punish Satan himself. 
We must pray to God to let Him fight evil. God is all-powerful. He is able to  handle 

every situation victoriously.

What are some situations in your life you cannot handle, but God can?Jude compared the false prophets to three other people in the Bible—Cain, Balaam, 

and Korah. Cain did not obey God, and he was so jealous of his brother Abel that he 

murdered him (see Gen. 4). Balaam was greedy,  and Korah rebelled against Moses’ and 

Aaron’s leadership.  Each of them was punished by God. 
False teachers make big promises, but they do not help people. Jude compared false 

teachers to clouds without rain and trees without fruit. They might look promising, 

but they produce no real growth (see Matt. 7:15-20).  
Christians today must be aware of false teachers. Only God and His Word can 

be trusted.
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Bible Lesson
Have you ever trusted someone only to be let down? Maybe someone lied to you and 

led you to do something wrong. For example, someone older than you told you to take 

something from a grocery store. He taught you to steal and said no one would ever find 

out. He told you that he steals all the time. He promised that you could hang out with 

him and his friends if you are brave enough to take something. You went into the store, 

took some candy, got caught, and never saw your “new friend” again. 

Today we are studying what the Bible teaches us about false teachers. First, the false 

teachers   encouraged people to just relax, do whatever they wanted, and live ungodly

6   And the angels which kept not their first 

estate, but left their own habitation, he hath re-

served in everlasting chains under darkness unto 

the judgment of the great day. 

7  Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cit-

ies about them in like manner, giving themselves 

over to fornication, and going after strange flesh, 

are set forth for an example, suffering the ven-

geance of eternal fire..

8  Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile the 

flesh, despise dominion, and speak evil of digni-

ties.
9  Yet Michael the archangel, when contend-

ing with the devil he disputed about the body of 

Moses, durst not bring against him a railing accu-

sation, but said, The Lord rebuke thee.

10  But these speak evil of those things which 

they know not: but what they know naturally, as 

brute beasts, in those things they corrupt them-

selves.
11  Woe unto them! for they have gone in the 

way of Cain, and ran greedily after the error of 

Balaam for reward, and perished in the gainsaying 

of Core.
12  These are spots in your feasts of charity, 

when they feast with you, feeding themselves 

without fear: clouds they are without water, car-

ried about of winds; trees whose fruit withereth, 

without fruit, twice dead, plucked up by the roots;

13  Raging waves of the sea, foaming out their 

own shame; wandering stars, to whom is reserved 

the blackness of darkness for ever.
