He wanted those
who professed Christ as Savior to stand up for
their beliefs when false teachers came into the
crowd and taught that people have the right to

do anything they want. We know that is not true,
because when we do something that is against
God's Word, He tells us that it is sin and that we
should ask for forgiveness. Encourage your
students to walk close to God and stay in His Word.

Be Careful Whom You Follow

Lesson Text: Jude 1:1-13

Lesson1
March 2, 2025

Ye should earnestly contend for the faith which was once delivered
unto the saints (Jude 1:35).

Q Big Idea: God will punish false teachers; do not follow them.

JUDE 1:1 Jude, the servant of Jesus Christ, and brother of
James, to them that are sanctified by God the Father, and preserved
in Jesus Christ, 27 called:

2 Mercy unto you, and peace, and love, be multiplied.

3 Beloved, when I gave all diligence to write unto you of the
common salvation, it was needful for me to write unto you, and
exhort you that ye should earnestly contend for the faith which
was once delivered unto the saints.

4 For there are certain men crept in unawares, who were
before of old ordained to this condemnation, ungodly men,
turning the grace of our God into lasciviousness, and denying
the only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus Christ.

5 I will therefore put you in remembrance, though ye once
knew this, how that the Lord, having saved the people out of
the land of Egypt, afterward destroyed them that believed not.

6 And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left
their own habitation, he hath reserved in everlasting chains
under darkness unto the judgment of the great day.

7 Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them
in like manner, giving themselves over to fornication, and going

Prepare Your Mind

Most scholars believe that Jude was Jesus’ half brother,
the son of Mary and Joseph, and the brother of James. Jude
was most likely one of Jesus’ siblings who denied His claim
to be Messiah and considered Him insane (see Matt. 13:54-
56; Mark 3:21; 6:3). Following Jesus’ resurrection, Jude
became a believer and came to see himself as a “servant of
Jesus Christ” (Jude 1:1). Jude’s primary purpose in writing
was to warn believers about apostasy, the abandonment
of the gospel’s truth, which threatened the early church.

He wanted Christians to fight for their faith, to stand up
against the false teaching that was becoming prevalent.

after strange flesh, are set forth for an example, suffering the
vengeance of eternal fire.

8 Likewise also these fi/thy dreamers defile the flesh, despise
dominion, and speak evil of dignities.

9 Yet Michael the archangel, when contending with the devil
he disputed about the body of Moses, durst not bring against
him a railing accusation, but said, The Lord rebuke thee.

10 But these speak evil of those things which they know not:
but what they know naturally, as brute beasts, in those things
they corrupt themselves.

11 Woe unto them! for they have gone in the way of Cain, and
ran greedily after the error of Balaam for reward, and perished in
the gainsaying of Core.

12 These are spots in your feasts of charity, when they feast with
you, feeding themselves without fear: clouds #hey are without water,
carried about of winds; trees whose fruit withereth, without fruit,
twice dead, plucked up by the roots;

13 Raging waves of the sea, foaming out their own shame; wan-
dering stars, to whom is reserved the blackness of darkness for ever.

Prepare Your Heart

Jude urged the believers in the early church to be wise
and fight for the truth. As believers, God calls us to be
discerning regarding those we follow and to walk in the
truth. We must always be able to give an answer for what
we believe (see 1 Pet. 3:15) and be willing to defend the
truth. One of the best ways we can be prepared to defend
the faith against false teachers is by knowing the Word
of God and measuring everything against it. As we study
Scripture, we are equipped by God to give an answer for

what we believe and identify those who would misrepresent
the truth of His Word.
