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WHAT SHOULD I DO IF SOMEONE TRIES TO MAKE ME BELIEVE 
SOMETHING FALSE ABOUT THE LORD AND THE BIBLE?

Jesus tells us the greatest commandment is to love the Lord our God  

with all our heart, soul, mind, and strength; and the second greatest  

commandment is to love others (see Mark 12:30-31). God wants us to choose 

Him above everything. Loving God with our minds means that we know  

His Word, think about it, believe it, and trust it. False teachers want to get 

people to leave their faith, but when people know and love God, they will 

stand firm. It is important for us to know what we believe and to be able to 

give a reason for what we believe (see 1 Peter 3:15). We should resist false 

teachers but act lovingly toward them. One way to love them is to share the 

truth about Jesus!

Jude warned that the false teachers had turned away from the truth.  

Jude compared the false teachers to wicked people we can read about in the 

Old Testament who had been judged by God. The false teachers Jude wrote 

about were trying to convince people they knew more than the Bible. 
Christians who know God’s Word well can know when people are 

twisting the words of the Bible to gain something for themselves.  

The Bible shows us how to live wisely and fight for the faith more effectively 

against anyone who would try to hurt other Christians and the church.

Jude was concerned because false teachers had crept into the church 

and were attempting to turn Christians away from God. They tried to say 

that God’s grace meant they could do whatever they wanted. They also denied 

that Jesus is the Lord and Savior. Jude pointed out that God had delivered His people from Egypt, but He 

also punished them for unbelief. The angels who left heaven were punished. 

Jude also pointed to the evil cities Sodom and Gomorrah that were destroyed. 

These were all examples of the consequences of sin. 
God can be trusted to make anyone who confesses sin to Him clean (see 

1 John 1:9). Christians must repent of their sins and live to obey Him.
